Target Students: Korean Public School 8th grade; Intermediate
Time: 50 minutes
1.)  What are you teaching?
· Language points:

Ss fill in the lines writing their own suggestion letter to the school nutritionist 
Ss switch and read each other’s letter to see if they followed the format.
Ss give each other feedback on the way they wrote it and what they wrote about.
Ss switch with a new partner and repeat the process
